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“Signs that make you wonder” 
 
Normally when Jesus - and later his followers -
spoke of  “Kingdom” life their communications 
were followed by demonstrations of God’s 
power; something happened that wasn’t natural.  
The supernatural has a startling way of 
confirming a message. (Mk. 16:20, Acts 14:3) 
 
If, while doing our best to know and follow 
God, we experience the supernatural (the 
unusual) then the very attribute of God we were 
depending on changes from cognitive to 
experiential knowledge; it is confirmed!  Noble 
Maritime Ministries is all about helping people 
get the Truth from their head (cognitive 
knowledge) to their heart (experiential). 
 
That attribute could be ‘Healer’, ‘Deliverer’, 
‘Equipper’, etc, but when it goes from head to 
heart, i.e., knowing by way of personal 
experience, it has a profound impact on your 
life.  And, not only your life, but it has a 
magnetic empowering effect on those watching 
you.  This is glorifying or characterizing God 
with your life. (Heb. 1:3)  
 
An example: A ‘theme’ for our family is 
‘provision for vision’; God our Provider.  So, as 
we have dared to believe promises such as, “my 
God shall supply all your needs” (Phil 4:19) and 
“God is able to make all grace abound” (2 Cor.

Consequently, that 
attribute of his character (‘Provider’) is 
experienced by us and at the same time is made 
manifest (visible) on earth for others to be 
encouraged toward trusting God!

to praise Him; it inspires a desire within them 
to trust Him for the impossible.
